MY CHILD AT SCHOOL APP

We are excited to announce that we will be moving away from
ScoPay to a new app called My Child At School (MCAS). This app will
link to the school’s information system and will be a one stop shop for
parents to pay for trips, Out of School Club, Nursery and other
activities such as BBQ tickets and own clothes days.

The app also allows parents to view their child’s attendance, amend
contact details, such as changes of address or telephone numbers,
and give consent for things such as photos on social media and food
tasting. It will also be used to book parent evenings.

What do | need to do?

In order to set up an account we will need an email address for
anyone wanting an account. Look out on Class Dojo for a link to an
online form where you can give school your up to date email address.
Once these have been collected we will contact you again to let you
know when to expect an email to set up an account.

When can | start using the new app for payments?

We would ask that parents create an account before the summer
holidays, ready to use it from 1" September 2025 to make any
payments.
